Vodafone and the Springer-Verlag publishing company have launched their first combined packages which include a tablet PC and a subscription to BILDplus, including Bundesliga bei BILD. The packages start at EUR 19.99 a month for a Samsung Galaxy Tab 2 and Vodafone data flatrate with 1.5 GB of data, plus subscriptions to BILDplus Digital  and Bundesliga bei BILD. For EUR 34.99 a month the customer gets the Samsung Galaxy Note 10.1 with LTE. This package includes an even faster data flatrate and a total of 3.5 GB of data, as well as subscriptions to BILDplus Digital and Bundesliga bei BILD. Anyone who already uses a tablet or smartphone can subscribe to BILDplus with the Bundesliga services separately. This tariff option includes 500 MB of additional data and costs EUR 7.99 a month.
